Training Sessions:  Communicating 
information for audience self-improvement 

Teaching Sessions:  Opportunities to 
impart skills and information to others, from 
Little League to Continuing Education. 

 

Speeches:  Talks to groups with the 
purpose of entertaining or inspiring.

Meetings:  Organizational attempts to move 
an effort from Point A to Point B.  This could 
be a phone meeting, an in-person meeting, 
a video broadcast meeting, etc. 

Same, but don’t forget family meetings, 
volunteer meetings, etc. 

 

Media:  Appearances in front of reporters, 
cameras, on the phone, radio interviews, 
etc., to communicate a message. 

Same.  

E-Presentations:  Communicating or 
influencing via fax, e-mail, PowerPoint, etc. 

Same.  

Branding Messages:  Efforts to 
communicate a consistent message about 
what we stand for as an organization or as a 
person. 

Same.  Remember that how you present 
yourself will have an impact on your 
success.  Also, volunteer efforts can benefit 
greatly from branding. 

 

Facilitated Events:  Helping people 
communicate with, inspire, and work 
effectively with one another. 

Same.  

Seminars:  In-person training event of 10 to 
100 people. 

Group Instructions:  Teaching others how 
to pursue a craft or hobby, religious studies, 
sports, etc. 

 

One-on-One:  Any individualized 
presentation opportunity, whether in person 
or over the phone.
